God’s Word is living . Planting it in our hearts through memorization is like planting tiny kegs of spiritual 
dynamite ready to explode just when we need God’s encouraging words . God will use His Word to direct 
us in our ministry of encouragement . I frequently refer to the passage in Hebrews 10:19–25 in Treasures of 
Encouragement . Understanding this passage will make it easier for you to memorize it . Don’t sell yourself 
short and conclude you can’t memorize . This passage is seven short verses . If your group is meeting for twelve 
weeks, that means you have almost two weeks to memorize each verse . By God’s grace you can do this! 

n  Write out each verse on a 3 x 5 card or sticky note . Post it on your mirror, over your sink, in your car .  

n Use waiting minutes (in a grocery line, doctor’s office, red light, etc .) to read it over and over again .

n  Visualize each phrase as a building block and memorize one block at a time . Outline the progression 
of thought in the passage or list key words in order of appearance . 

n  Make yourself accountable to another person, maybe your prayer partner . Ask him or her to listen 
and correct you as you quote the verse .
